TEACHER SCRIPT:

TEACHER SCRIPT:
As was discussed earlier, “risky behaviors” include things such as 
overeating, alcohol, smoking, drugs, violence, and sex.

Many teens who 
normally would not have sex end up doing so while under the influence of 
drugs or alcohol.  If you do not engage in these risky behaviors, you will not 
suffer the serious health related problems that can occur.
